as sinners, discouragement is universal. No one in this room this
morning will escape it. Even Paul had to face discouragement in
his ministry.

fainting in the conflicts of life? Paul was able to keep from fainting

because he knew what he possessed in Jesus Christ. Our text
contains 3 resources you need for overcoming discouragement.
